COR 16008 (564002557)
Legal Issues Danger Management (3 Hrs Core B CE Credit)
This course will cover legal issues of concern to real estate professionals in today’s marketplace.  The main focus will be to identify some those areas that pose particular or increased potential of risk to real estate practitioners and some suggestions for reducing, removing or transferring those risks from their practices.  Current topics for discussion include legal issues such as agency, physical property disclosure requirements, property management, office policies and other topical legal issues like federal enforcement actions regarding the Real Estate Settlement Procedures Act (RESPA).  This course will examine brokers’ legal duties and requirements while taking a close look at best practices that can be combined with risk management and transfer tools to ask brokers to be compliant and successful in the marketplace.  Timely matters for discussion include threats to business such as cybercrime, enforcement actions and under RESPA, litigation and failure to meet legal obligations.




COR 1634 (564002232)
Fair Housing, Agency, License Law & Escrow (3 Hrs Core A CE Credit)
This course meets the requirements for the new Core A curriculum of 3 hours required by the IL Department of Financial and Professional Regulation.  It provides an in-depth review of the Real Estate License Act of 2000 with particular emphasis on Fair Housing, Agency, Licensing Requirements, Compensation and Business practices, Escrow and Disciplinary Provisions.

ETH 1517 (564002419)
Ethics In Real Estate (3 Hrs Elective CE Credit)
This course will provide the student with an up to date look at the National Association of REALTORS® Code of Ethics.  It provides a history of the Code of Ethics, a study of the Code of Ethics and Pathways to Professionalism.  In addition, the student will learn the process of filing an ethics complaint and a request for arbitration and how it is adjudicated with the local board/association.  Finally, the student will review case interpretations authorized by the National Association of REALTORS® and learn how the cases were evaluated and resolved.  
FI 1103 (564001384)
Property Taxes In Illinois (3 Hrs Elective CE Credit)
This course is an introduction to the basic principles and concepts of the Illinois property tax system.  Property taxes in Illinois are the major source of revenues for local unites of government, schools and local taxing bodies and districts.  Over the past 30 years, property taxes have become a major expense for property owners and can be an obstacle to ownership.  The property tax system in Illinois is confusing, cumbersome and intimidating to most citizens.  The purpose of this course is to give real estate agents a better understanding of the system and provide a simple approach to the basics of property taxes.  The agent should then be able to better explain and provide information to their clients, when assisting them in a real estate transaction.
